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General Provisions

Scope of Tender

The Procuring Entity as defined inthe TDS invites tenders for supply of goods and, if applicable,
any Related Services incidental thereto, as specified in Section V, Supply Requirements. The name,
identification, and number of lots (contracts) of this Tender Document are specified inthe TDS.

Throughout this tendering  document:

the term —in writingl means communicated in written form (e.g. by mail, e-mail, fax, including if
specified in the TDS, distributed or received through the electronic-procurement system used by the
Procuring Entity) with proof of receipt;

if the context so requires, -singularll means -pluralll and vice versa;

—Dayl means calendar day, unless otherwise specified as —Business Dayl. A Business Day is any
day that is an official working day of the Procuring Entity. It excludes official public holidays.

Fraud and Corruption

The Procuring Entity requires compliance with the provisions of the Public Procurement and Asset Disposal
Act, 2015, Section 62 —Declaration not to engage in corruptionl. The tender submitted by a person shall
include a declaration that the person shall not engage in any corrupt or fraudulent practice and a declaration
that the person or his or her sub-contractors are not debarred from participating in public procurement
proceedings.

The Procuring Entity requires compliance with the provisions of the Competition Act 2010, regarding collusive
practices in contracting. Any tenderer found to have engaged in collusive conduct shall be disqualified and
criminal and/or civil sanctions may be imposed. To this effect, Tenders shall be required to complete and sign
the —Certificate of Independent Tender Determinationl annexed to the Form of Tender.

Unfair Competitive Advantage - Fairness and transparency in the tender process require that the firms or their
Affiliates competing for a specific assignment do not derive a competitive advantage from having provided
consulting services related to this tender. To that end, the Procuring Entity shall indicate in the Data Sheet
and make available to all the firms together with this tender document all information that would in that respect
give such firm any unfair competitive advantage over competing firms.

Eligible Tenderers

A Tenderer may be a firm that is a private entity, an individual, a state-owned enterprise or
institution subject to ITT3.7, or any combination of such entities in the form of a joint venture
(JV) under an existing agreement or with the intent to enter into such an agreement supported by a
letter of intent. Public employees and their close relatives (spouses, children, brothers, sisters and
uncles and aunts) are not eligible to participate in the tender.

In the case of ajoint venture, all members shall be jointly and severally liable forthe execution of
the entire Contract in accordance with the Contract terms. The JV shall nominate a Representative
who shall have the authority to conduct all business for and on behalf of any and all the members
of the JV during the Tendering process and, in the event the JV is awarded the Contract, during
contract execution. The maximum number of JV members shall be specified inthe TDS.

Public Officers of the Procuring Entity, their Spouses, Child, Parent, Brothers or Sister. Child,
Parent, Brother or Sister of a Spouse their business associates or agents and firms/organizations in
which they have a substantial or controlling interest shall not be eligible to tender or be awarded a
contract. Public Officers are also not allowed to participate  in any procurement proceedings.

A Tenderer shall not have a conflict of interest. Any Tenderer found to have a conflict of interest shall
be disqualified. A Tenderer may be considered to have a conflict of interest for the purpose of this
Tendering process, if the Tenderer:

g) would be providing goods, works, or non-consulting  services resulting from or directly related
to consulting services for the preparation or implementation of the project specified in the TDS
ITT 1.1that it provided or were provided by any affiliate that directly or indirectly controls, is
controlled by, or is under common control with that firm; or has a close business or family
relationship with a professional staff of the Procuring Entity (or of the project implementing
agency, who: (i) are  directly or indirectly involved inthe preparation of the tendering document
or specifications of the Contract, and/or the Tender evaluation process of such Contract; or (ii)
would be involved in the implementation or supervision of such Contract unless the conflict
stemming from such relationship has been resolved in a manner acceptable to the Procuring
Entity throughout the Tendering process and execution of the Contract.

A tenderer shall not be involved in corrupt, coercive, obstructive, collusive or fraudulent Practice.
A tenderer that is proven to have been involved in any of these practices shall be automatically
disqualified.

A firm that is a Tenderer (either individually or as a JV member) shall not submit more than one
Tender, except ior permitted alternative Tenders. This includes participation as a subcontractor. Such
participation shall result in the disqualification of all Tenders in which the firm is involved. A firm
that is not a Tenderer or a JV member, may participate as a subcontractor in more than one
Tender. Members of a joint venture may not also make an individual tender, be a subcontractor in
a separate tender or be part  of another joint venture for  the purposes of the same Tender.

A Tenderer may have the nationality of any country, subject to the restrictions pursuant to ITT3.9.
A Tenderer shall be deemed to have the nationality of a country if the Tenderer is constituted,
incorporated or registered in and operates in conformity with the provisions of the laws of that
country, as evidenced by its articles of incorporation (or equivalent documents of constitution or
association) and its registration documents, as the case may be. This criterion also shall apply to
the determination of the nationality of proposed subcontractors or sub consultants for any part of
the Contract including related Services.

A Tenderer that has been debarred by the PPRA from participating in public procurement shall be
ineligible to tender or be awarded a contract. The list of debarred firms and individuals is available
from the PPRA's website www.ppra.go.ke

Tenderers that are state-owned enterprises or institutions may be eligible to compete and be
awarded a Contract(s) only if they are (i) a legal public entity of the state Government and/or
public administration, (ii) financially autonomous and not receiving any significant  subsidies or
budget support from any public entity or Government, and (iii) operating under commercial law
and vested with legal rights and liabilities similar to any commercial enterprise to enable it
compete with firms in the private sector on an equal basis. Public employees and their close
relatives are 1ot eligible to participate inthe tender.

Tenderers may be ineligible if their countries of origin (a) as a matter of law or official regulations, Kenya
prohibits commercial relations with that country, or(b) by an act of compliance with a decision of the United
Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations, Kenya prohibits any
import of goods or contracting for supply of goods or services from that country, or any payments to any
country, person, or entity in that country. A tenderer shall provide such documentary evidence of eligibility
satisfactory to the Procuring Entity, as the Procuring Entity shall reasonably request.

Tenderers shall provide the qualification information statement that the tenderer (including all members of a
joint venture and subcontractors) is not associated, or have been associated in the past, directly or indirectly,
with a firm or any of its affiliates which have been engaged by the Procuring entity to provide consulting
services for the preparation of the design, specifications, and other documents to be used for the procurement
of the goods under this Invitation for tenders.

Where the law requires tenderers to be registered with certain authorities in Kenya, such registration
requirements shall be defined in the TDS

The Competition Act of Kenya requires that firms wishing to tender as Joint Venture undertakings which may
prevent, distort or lessen competition in provision of services are prohibited unless they are exempt in
accordance with the provisions of Section 25 of the Competition Act, 2010. JVs will be required to seek for
exemption from the Competition Authority. Exemption shall not be a condition for tender, but it shall be a
condition of contract award and signature. A JV tenderer shall be given opportunity to seek such exemption
as a condition of award and signature of contract. Application for exemption from the Competition Authority
of Kenya may be accessed from the website www.cak.go.ke.

A Kenyan tenderer shall provide evidence of having fulfilled his/her tax obligations by producing a current
tax clearance certificate or tax exemption certificate issued by the Kenya Revenue Authority.

All the Goods and Related Services to be supplied under the Contract shall have their origin in any country
that is eligible in accordance with ITT 3.9.

For purposes of this ITT, the term —goodsl includes commodities, raw material, machinery, equipment, and
industrial plants; and —related servicesl include services such as insurance, installation, training, and initial
maintenance.

The term —originl means the country where the goods have been mined, grown, cultivated, produced,
manufactured or processed; or, through manufacture, processing, or assembly, another commercially
recognized article results that differs substantially in its basic characteristics from its components.

A procuring entity shall ensure that the items listed below shall be sourced from Kenya and there shall be no
substitutions from foreign sources. The affected items are:
motor vehicles, plant and equipment which are assembled in Kenya;
furniture, textile, foodstuffs, oil and gas, information communication technology, steel, cement,
leather, agro-processed products, sanitary products, and other goods made in Kenya; or
goods manufactured, mined, extracted or grown in Kenya.

Any goods, works and production processes with characteristics that have been declared by the relevant
national environmental protection agency or by other competent authority as harmful to human beings and to
the environment shall not be eligible for procurement.

Unless obtained directly from the Procuring Entity, the Procuring Entity is not responsible for the
completeness of the document, responses to requests for clarification, the minutes of the pre-tender meeting
(if any), or addenda to the tendering document in accordance with ITT?7.

The Tenderer is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms, and specifications in the tendering
document and to furnish with its Tender all information or documentation as is required by the tendering
document.

Clarification of Tendering Document

A Tenderer requiring any clarification of the Tender Document shall contact the Procuring Entity in
writing at the Procuring Entity's address specified in the TDS or raise its enquiries during the pre-
Tender meeting if provided for in accordance with ITT 6.4. The Procuring Entity will respond in
writing to any request for clarification, provided that such request is received no later than the
period specified in the TDS prior to the deadline for submission of tenders. The Procuring Entity
shall forward copies of its response to all tenderers who have acquired the Tender documents in
accordance with ITT 5.3, including a description of the inquiry but without identifying its source.
If so specified in the TDS, the Procuring Entity shall also promptly publish its response at the
web page identified in the TDS. Should the clarification  result in changes to the essential elements
of the Tender Documents, the Procuring Entity shall amend the Tender Documents following the
procedure under ITT 7.

The Procuring Entity shall specify in the TDS if a pre-tender conference will be held, when and
where. The Tenderer's designated representative is invited to attend a pre-Tender meeting. The
purpose of the meeting will be to clarify issues and to answer questions on any matter that may
be raised at that stage.

The Tenderer is requested to submit any questions in writing, to reach the Procuring Entity not
later than the period specified inthe TDS before the meeting.

Minutes of the pre-Tender meeting, if applicable, including the text of the questions asked by
Tenderers and the responses given, together with any responses prepared after the meeting, will be
transmitted promptly to all Tenderers who have acquired the Tender Documents in accordance with
ITT 6.3. Minutes shall not identify the source of the questions asked.

The Procuring Entity shall also promptly publish anonymized (no names)Minutes of the pre-Tender
meeting at the web page identified in the TDS. Any modification to the Tender Documents that
may become necessary as a result of the pre-Tender meeting shall be made by the Procuring Entity
exclusively through the issue of an Addendum pursuant to ITT 7 and not through the minutes of
the pre-Tender meeting. Nonattendance at the pre- Tender meeting will not be a cause for
disqualification of a Tenderer.

Amendment of Tendering Document

At any time prior to the deadline for submission of Tenders, the Procuring Entity may amend the tendering
document by issuing addenda.

Any addendum issued shall be part of the tendering document and shall be communicated in writing to all
who have obtained the tender document from the Procuring Entity in accordance with ITT 6.3.

To give prospective Tenderers reasonable time in which to take an addendum into account in preparing their
Tenders, the Procuring Entity may, at its discretion, extend the deadline for the submission of Tenders,
pursuantto ITT 21.2.

The Tenderer shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its Tender, and the
Procuring Entity shall not be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the
Tendering process.



Language of Tender

9.1 The Tender, as well as all correspondence and documents relating to the Tender exchanged by the Tenderer
and the Procuring Entity, shall be written in English Language. Supporting documents and printed literature
that are part of the Tender may be in another language provided they are accompanied by an accurate
translation of the relevant passages into the English Language, in which case, for purposes of interpretation
of the Tender, such translation shall govern.

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Prices quoted by the Tenderer shall be fixed during the performance of the Contract and not subject to variation
on any account, unless otherwise specified in the TDS. A Tender submitted with an adjustable price quotation
shall be treated as non-responsive and shall be rejected, pursuant to ITT 28. However, if in accordance with
the TDS, prices quoted by the Tenderer shall be subject to adjustment during the performance of the Contract,
a Tender submitted with a fixed price quotation shall not be rejected, but the price adjustment shall be treated
as zero.

If specified in ITT 1.1, Tenders are being invited for individual lots (contracts) or for any combination of lots
(packages). Unless otherwise specified in the TDS, prices quoted shall correspond to 100 % of the items
specified for each lot and to 100% of the quantities specified for each item of a lot. Tenderers wishing to offer
discounts for the award of more than one Contract shall specify in their Tender the price reductions applicable
to each package, or alternatively, to individual Contracts within the package. Discounts shall be submitted in
accordance with ITT 13.4 provided the Tenders for all lots (contracts) are opened at the same time.

This shall not in any way limit the Procuring Entity's right to contract on any of the
terms offered. In quoting prices, the Tenderer shall be free to use transportation through carriers registered in
any eligible country. Similarly, the Tenderer may obtain insurance services from any eligible country in
accordance with ITT 3.6, Eligible Tenders. Prices shall be entered in the following manner:

Non-conformities, Errors and Omissions

For purposes of granting a margin of preference on locally manufactured goods under international
competitive tendering, a procuring entity shall not subject the items listed below to international tender and
hence no margin of preference shall be allowed. The affected items are:

Where it is intended to reserve a contract to a specific group of businesses (these groups are Small and Medium
Enterprises, Women Enterprises, Youth Enterprises and Enterprises of persons living with disability, as the
case may be), and who are appropriately registered as such by the authority to be specified in the TDS, a
procuring entity shall ensure that the invitation to tender specifically indicates that only businesses or firms
belonging to the specified group are eligible to tender as specified in the TDS. No tender shall be reserved to
more than one group. If not so stated in the Tender documents, the invitation to tender will be open to all
interested tenderers.

An abnormally high price is one where the tender price, in combination with other constituent elements of the
Tender, appears unreasonably too high to the extent that the Procuring Entity is concerned that it (the Procuring
Entity) may not be getting value for money or it may be paying too high a price for the contract compared
with market prices or that genuine competition between Tenderers is compromised.

In case of an abnormally high tender price, the Procuring Entity shall make a survey of the market prices,
check if the estimated cost of the contract is correct and review the Tender Documents to check if the
specifications, scope of work and conditions of contract are contributory to the abnormally high tenders. The
Procuring Entity may also seek written clarification from the tenderer on the reason for the high tender price.
The Procuring Entity shall proceed as follows:
If the tender price is abnormally high based on wrong estimated cost of the contract, the Procuring
Entity may accept or not accept the tender depending on the Procuring Entity's budget
considerations.
If specifications, scope of work and/or conditions of contract are contributory to the abnormally high
tender prices, the Procuring Entity shall reject all tenders and may retender for the contract based on
revised estimates, specifications, scope of work and conditions of contract, as the case may be.

If the Procuring Entity determines that the Tender Price is abnormally too high because genuine competition
between tenderers is compromised (often due to collusion, corruption or other manipulations), the Procuring
Entity shall reject all Tenders and shall institute or cause relevant Government Agencies to institute an
investigation on the cause of the compromise, before

Purpose

The Government of Kenya's Anti-Corruption and Economic Crime laws and their sanction's
policies and procedures, Public Procurement and Asset Disposal Act (no. 33 of 2015) and its
Regulation, and any other Kenya's Acts or Regulations related to Fraud and Corruption, and
similar offences, shall apply with respect to Public Procurement Processes and Contracts that
are governed by the laws of Kenya.

Requirements

The Government of Kenya requires that all parties including Procuring Entities, Tenderers,
(applicants/proposers), Consultants, Contractors and Suppliers; any Sub-contractors, Sub-
consultants, Service providers or Suppliers; any Agents (whether declared or not); and any of
their Personnel, involved and engaged in procurement under Kenya's Laws and Regulation,
observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement process, selection and contract
execution of all contracts, and refrain from Fraud and Corruption and fully comply with
Kenya's laws and Regulations as per paragraphs 1.1 above.

Kenya‘s public procurement and asset disposal act (no. 33 of 2015) under Section 66 describes
rules to be followed and actions to be taken in dealing with Corrupt, Coercive, Obstructive,
Collusive or Fraudulent practices, and Conflicts of Interest in procurement including
consequences for offences committed. A few of the provisions noted below highlight Kenya's
policy of no tolerance for such practices and behavior:

a person to whom this Act applies shall not be involved in any corrupt, coercive,
obstructive, collusive or fraudulent practice; or conflicts of interest in any procurement or
asset disposal proceeding;

A person referred to under subsection (1) who contravenes the provisions of that sub-

section commits an offence;

Without limiting the generality of the subsection (1) and (2), the person shall be—
disqualified from entering into a contract for a procurement or asset disposal
proceeding; or
if a contract has already been entered into with the person, the contract shall be
voidable;

The voiding of a contract by the procuring entity under subsection (7) does not limit

any legal remedy the procuring entity may have;

An employee or agent of the procuring entity or a member of the Board or

committee of the procuring entity who has a conflict of interest with respect to a

procurement:-
shall not take part in the procurement proceedings;
shall not, after a procurement contract has been entered into, take part in any
decision relating to the procurement or contract; and
shall not be a subcontractor for the bidder to whom was awarded contract, or a
member of the group of bidders to whom the contract was awarded, but the
subcontractor appointed shall meet all the requirements of this Act.

An employee, agent or member described in subsection (1) who refrains from doing
anything prohibited under that subsection, but for that subsection, would have been
within his or her duties shall disclose the conflict of interest to the procuring entity;

If a person contravenes subsection (1) with respect to a conflict of interest described in
subsection (5)(a) and the contract is awarded to the person or his relative or to another
person in whom one of them had a direct or indirect pecuniary interest, the contract shall
be terminated and all costs incurred by the public entity shall be made good by the
awarding officer. Etc.



2.3 In compliance with Kenya's laws, regulations and policies mentioned above, the
Procuring Entity:

Defines broadly, for the purposes of the above provisions, the terms set forth below
as follows:

—corrupt practicel is the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting, directly or
indirectly, of anything of value to influence improperly the actions of another

The TS constitute the benchmarks against which the Procuring Entity will verify the technical
responsiveness of Tenders and subsequently evaluate the Tenders. Therefore, well-defined TS will
facilitate preparation of responsive Tenders by tenderers, as well as examination, evaluation, and
comparison of the Tenders by the Procuring Entity.

The TS shall require that all goods and materials to be incorporated in the goods be new, unused, and
of the most recent or current models, and that they incorporate all recent improvements in design and
materials, unless provided for otherwise in the contract.

The TS shall make use of best practices. Samples of specifications from successful similar
procurements in the same country or sector may provide a sound basis for drafting the TS.

The PPRA encourages the use of metric units.

Standardizing technical specifications may be advantageous, depending on the complexity of the goods
and the repetitiveness of the type of procurement. Technical Specifications should be broad enough to
avoid restrictions on workmanship, materials, and equipment commonly used in manufacturing similar
kinds of goods.

Standards for equipment, materials, and workmanship specified in the Tendering document shall not
be restrictive. Recognized international standards should be specified as much as possible. Reference
to brand names, catalogue numbers, or other details that limit any materials or items to a specific
manufacturer should be avoided as far as possible. Where unavoidable, such item description should
always be followed by the words —or substantially equivalent.l When other particular standards or
codes of practice are referred to in the TS, whether from the Procuring Entity's or from other eligible
countries, a statement should follow other authoritative standards that ensure at least a substantially
equal quality, then the standards mentioned in the TS will also be acceptable.

Reference to brand names and catalogue numbers should be avoided as far as possible; where
unavoidable the words —or at least equivalentl shall always follow such references.

Technical Specifications shall be fully descriptive of the requirements in respect of, but not limited
to, the following:

Standards of materials and workmanship required for the production and manufacturing of
the Goods.

Any sustainable procurement technical requirements shall be clearly specified.

3.2 Toencourage tenderers' innovation in addressing sustainable procurement requirements, as long as the Tender

Whenever necessary, the Procuring
Entity shall include an additional ad-hoc Tendering form (to be an Attachment to the Letter of Tender), where
the tenderer shall provide detailed information on such
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technical performance characteristics in respect to the corresponding acceptable or guaranteed values.

3.4 When the Procuring Entity requests that the tenderer provides in its Tender a part or all of the Technical
Specifications, technical schedules, or other technical information, the Procuring Entity shall specify in detail
the nature and extent of the required information and the manner in which it has to be presented by the
tenderer in its Tender.

3.5 If a summary of the Technical Specifications(TS) has to be provided, the Procuring Entity shall insert

information in the table below. The tenderer shall prepare a similar table to justify compliance with the
requirements.

—Goodsl means all of the commodities, raw material, machinery and equipment, and/or other
materials that the Supplier is required to supply to the Procuring Entity under the Contract.

—Procuring Entityl means the Procuring Entity purchasing the Goods and Related Services,
as specified in the SCC.

—Related Servicesl means the services incidental to the supply of the goods, such as insurance,
delivery, installation, commissioning, training and initial maintenance and other such obligations of
the Supplier under the Contract.

—SCCIl means the Special Conditions of Contract.

—Subcontractorl means any person, private or government entity, or a combination of the above, to
whom any part of the Goods to be supplied or execution of any part of the Related Services is
subcontracted by the Supplier.

the Form of Tender,

the Specifications and Schedules of the Drawings (if any), and

the Schedules of Requirements, Price Schedule and any other documents forming part of the Contract.

Fraud and Corruption

3.1  The supplier shall comply with anti-corruption laws and guidelines and the prevailing sanctions,
policies and procedures as set forth inthe Laws of Kenya.

3.2 The Supplier shall disclose any commissions, gratuity or fees that may have been paid or are to
be paid to agents or any other person with respect to the Tendering process or execution of the
Contract.

Eligibility

8.2  Anotice shall be effective when delivered or onthe notice's effective date, whichever is later.
Governing Law
9.1 The Contract shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of Kenya.

9.2  Throughout the execution of the Contract, the Supplier shall comply with the import of goods and services
prohibitions in Kenya:

where, as a matter of law, compliance or official regulations, Kenya prohibits commercial relations
with that country or any import of goods from that country or any payments to any country, person, or
entity in that country ; or

by an act of compliance with a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken under Chapter
VII of the Charter of the United Nations, Kenya prohibits any import of goods from that country or
any payments to any country, person, or entity.

Settlement of Disputes

10.1 The Procuring Entity and the Supplier shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct
negotiation any disagreement or dispute arising between them under or in connection with the
Contract.

10.2 I, after thirty (30) days, the parties have failed to resolve their dispute or difference by such mutual
consultation, then either the Procuring Entity or the Supplier may give notice to the other party of its
intention to commence arbitration, as hereinafter provided, as to the matter in dispute,
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and no arbitration in respect of this matter may be commenced unless such notice is given. Any dispute
or difference in respect of which a notice of intention to commence arbitration has been given in
accordance with this Clause shall be finally settled by arbitration. Arbitration may be commenced prior
to or after delivery of the Goods under the Contract.

10.2  Arbitration proceedings shall be conducted as follows:

10.2.1 Any claim or dispute between the Parties arising out of or in connection with the Contract not settled
amicably in accordance with Sub-Clause 10.1 shall be finally settled by arbitration.

10.2.2 No arbitration proceedings shall be commenced on any claim or dispute where notice of a claim or dispute
has not been given by the applying party within thirty days of the occurrence or discovery of the matter or
issue giving rise to the dispute.

10.2.3 Notwithstanding the issue of a notice as stated above, the arbitration of such a claim or dispute shall not
commence unless an attempt has in the first instance been made by the parties to settle such claim or dispute
amicably with or without the assistance of third parties.

10.4 Arbitration with Foreign Suppliers
